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Schools Printed Music Licence (SPML) Data Champions

PMLL represents the rights of music publishers and issues licences on behalf of the rights-holders permitting the reproduction of printed music in education and other sectors. The licence allows users to make photocopies of printed music (and digitally downloaded printed music); as well as making further arrangements of legitimately acquired printed music under the terms and conditions of its licences.
We are commissioning up to 9 teachers, instructors or other member of school or music hub/music service staff to help with gather schools music usage in cities across the UK as part of our Schools Printed Music Licence  trial. You can view a brief explainer video about the Schools Printed Music Licence here.
We are open to discussion with people from all parts of the UK who may be visiting schools where a significant amount of data may have the potential to be gathered. This is one strand of a four-strand trail taking place during  the academic year 2024/25. 
We need people who can;
· Liaise with the music leads and teachers in their schools and, by mutual agreement, organise a way in which they can gather information from them about the music being used across the school in classes, specifically the number of digital, physical or arranged copies being used, on a termly basis. (reporting towards the end of each academic term)
· Gather information about any copied  and /or arranged music for other school extracurricular musical activities
· Create individual school accounts on the PMLL portal and upload the data received ensuring accurate input. (training given)
· Liaise with peripatetic instructors and/or other school administrators across schools to gather information from them about copies being used during school lessons i.e. whole class ensembles, individual or small group instrumental/vocal delivery 
· Be an ambassador for, and raise awareness of, the SPML whenever the opportunity arises in discussions with music colleagues be they peripatetic, support staff, teachers or other school leaders by informing them about the SPML, and our associated Every Copy Counts campaign. 
· Keep an accurate record of the schools and data uploaded to the portal,  feeding back any comments or suggestions from teachers about the trial. (pro-forma provided)
· Keep an accurate record of the time they spend discussing, gathering and inputting data for PMLL. This will help us evaluate this strand of the trial.
· Inform PMLL about any schools who sign up for the portal to report their data following conversations with them that are outside of the ones visited weekly so that these can be attributed to them.
PMLL will provide training on how to upload data and provide a range of support materials which can be given to schools to help raise awareness about the SPML. We will ask you to attend at least one, possibly two, 90-minute online sessions to meet with other Data Champions from across the UK to share how the collection trial is going in each of your areas and to allow you to discuss and brainstorm ways in which we might streamline or improve this strand of work.
We will agree the minimum amount of data to be collected over the year with termly return dates which will relate to the school roles in the schools you visit or liaise with on a weekly basis balanced alongside information we hold currently on data returns by schools of a similar size. The total fee available for this work is £500 and the trial will end on 30th June 2025.
